- Darius’ first full year was October 13, 539 B.C. – October 12, 538 B.C. 
 

- 13 yrs. after his 2nd vision (ch. 8); and 15 yrs. after his 1st vision (ch. 7) 
 

2. Occasion: The occasion that prompted Daniel’s prayer (9:1-19) and 

third vision of the Seventy Sevens (9:20-27) is stated in verse 2.
